John of Beverley

On this day we commemorate our holy father John of Beverley, bishop of Hexham and York, wonderworker of the Northumbrian lands.
This blessed hierarch was born of noble parents at Harpham in the East Riding of Yorkshire, within the ancient kingdom of Deira. From his youth he was dedicated to the service of God and was instructed in the monastic life at Whitby under the guidance of the holy abbess Hilda of Whitby. There he advanced in sacred learning, purity of life, and understanding of the Holy Scriptures, becoming renowned for wisdom in preaching and gentleness toward all.
In the year 687 he was consecrated bishop of Hexham by Theodore of Tarsus, and in 705 was raised to the throne of York, the chief ecclesiastical dignity of the Northumbrian realm. As hierarch he was diligent in visitation, merciful to the poor, and deeply concerned for the formation of clergy and students whom he instructed under his personal care.
Among those nurtured by his fatherly guidance was the Venerable Bede the Venerable, whom the saint ordained both deacon and priest. Through Bede’s writings the holy life and miracles of John have been preserved for later generations, together with the memory of his pastoral labours and holiness.
The saint founded a monastery in Deira Wood, in the place now called Beverley, then surrounded by oak woodland, springs, and waters. There he later withdrew after resigning his episcopal office, embracing stillness and prayer in preparation for his repose. He departed unto the Lord on the seventh day of May in the year 721.
Even during his earthly life the saint was renowned as a healer and wonderworker, and after his repose many miracles were wrought through his intercessions. Pilgrims came in great number to his tomb seeking healing, consolation, repentance, and deliverance from affliction. Thus Beverley prospered as a place sanctified by the presence and memory of the saint.
The holy John became especially associated with wells and springs. At Harpham, near the place of his birth, a spring long honoured by the people came to bear his name, and many healings were attributed to its waters. Tradition relates that the saint blessed the spring, and that through his prayers those who drank or washed there received relief from sicknesses and infirmities.
Another ancient well was preserved within Beverley Minster itself, near the high altar and sanctuary. Because of the sanctity attached to the waters and the miracles associated with the saint, the church was built so as to enclose and honour the well. Even now this hidden spring remains beneath the Minster, bearing witness to the ancient reverence shown toward the holy places connected with the saint.
Thus the holy hierarch sanctified not only the people entrusted to him, but also the land and waters of Northumbria, turning places once associated with ancient pagan reverence toward the worship of the Holy Trinity. For the Church in Britain did not reject creation, but offered it back to God in thanksgiving, blessing wells, springs, groves, and rivers, and making them signs of divine grace and healing.
Kings and rulers also sought the prayers of Saint John. His banner was carried into battle by princes of England, and many attributed victories and deliverance to his intercessions. Henry V especially honoured the saint after the victory at Agincourt, fought upon the feast of the translation of his relics, and ordered his feast to be celebrated throughout the realm.
Though his shrine suffered destruction during the upheavals of the Reformation, his memory has never perished. His relics remain honoured at Beverley Minster, where pilgrims still come in prayer. Around his feast the faithful process to Harpham Well with hymns and flowers, preserving the ancient devotion shown to the saint through many centuries.
Even in recent years, Orthodox faithful, especially from the Russian tradition, have continued to honour the saint and gather water from the well within Beverley Minster, preserving the memory of his blessing upon the land and its waters.
Through the prayers of our holy father John, O Christ our God, have mercy upon us and save us. Amen.
